The Appleseed Project Comes to CR&G

On Saturday and Sunday, September 26th & 27th, 2009, the Appleseed Project will conduct a two-day, rifle marksmanship clinic at the Chester Rod & Gun Club.

In just four short years The Appleseed Project has grown from a single event into a nationwide program that will see its 10,000th shooter this year. 

Based on skills taught by the U.S. Army since WWII, shooters will start at square one and learn everything needed to place rounds into a 20” target at 500 yards.  Using scaled targets at 25 meters shooters will learn the Six Steps to firing the shot; how to use various types of slings; Natural Point of Aim; Inches, Minutes and Clicks; and the Rifleman’s Cadence.  No matter what your skill level this course will give you tools needed to shoot more accurately.

Appleseed isn’t just about better shooting.  Founded by the Revolutionary War Veterans Association, a 501(c)3 non-profit organization, Appleseed was created to reconnect Americans with their heritage.  Appleseed shares the history of the American Riflemen and the role they played on April 19th, 1775; the day "when marksmanship met history and liberty was born."

The Appleseed Project’s history presentations include amazing stories of heroism.  There are tales of dangerous old men and brave women that stirred souls throughout the colonies and reached as far away as the British Parliament.  Some men left home that day knowing they would never return and vowing to fight so that their families might live out their lives in a free land.  Attendees will learn of the wife of the British General Thomas Gage who placed the freedom of her beloved countrymen before her own marriage.  They’ll hear of a man who came within single breath of destroying Lexington’s powder supply, along with himself, to keep it from falling into the hands of the British Regulars only to be saved by the beating of a single drum.  This is the awesome heritage that we Americans possess to the exclusion of every other nation on Earth.

Attendees will also learn:

· When and where the American Revolution was won (Hint: NOT when and where you think);

· The answer to "who fired the first shots at Lexington?”  (Yes, we do know!);

· Why we owe our freedom now to the skill of marksmanship.

Course completion earns a CMP certificate that enables the purchase of an M1 Garand through the Civilian Marksmanship Program for as low as $495!  There are also lots of helpful handouts and a free T-shirt. 

Appleseed charges $45 for one day or $70 for both days, if you preregister.  Women, those under 21, and those with active military ID, all shoot free!  Club range fees are an additional $10 for all paying participants.

Pre-register at www.appleseedinfo.org where it says “register for an event.”  This event may sell out, so pre-registration is strongly recommended, as is printing out the checklist, “What to Bring to an Appleseed,” which is found on the upper left menu tab.  Please note: this is a “rimfire only” event.

Starting time is 8:30 AM sharp, rain or shine.  Training will take place on the new pistol range, allowing for a full complement of 20 shooters.  Bring your rimfire rifles only and 400 rounds per day.  Scopes are OK.  A limited number of Ruger 10/22-based Liberty Training Rifle loaners are available.  Appleseed will have a qualified “Smithy” at the shoot to help shooters solve equipment problems and build their own Liberty Training Rifles.  Smithy sells slings, parts, Tech Sights, scopes—you name it—and installs them for free.  Bring cash.
